Rules and Eligibility:













The 2006 Spring Spectacular Basic Skills Competition is open to all current, eligible (ER 1.00) skaters who are full members of either a U.S. Figure Skating Basic Skills program and/or U.S. Figure Skating through individual or Club membership. To be eligible, skaters must be a member in good standing.

Age is based on the closing entry date.  Snowplow Sam and Basic Eights entrants must compete at the highest level passed at the close of entries and may not compete at one level higher.  Snowplow Sam and Basic Eights entrants may not have passed any official U.S. Figure Skating test.  Freeskate 1-6 entrants must compete at the highest level passed or one level higher but, may not compete at both levels in the same event or vary levels throughout the competition. Freeskate 1-6 entrants may have passed Pre-Preliminary Moves in the Field and/or Preliminary Individual Ice Dances.  Beginner, Pre-Preliminary, and Preliminary entrants must compete at the highest level passed or one level higher but, may not compete at both levels in the same event.  Beginner level participants may not participate in Basic Skills categories.
Entries and Fees:














All entries must be postmarked no later than April 22nd, 2006 and must include the entry fee.  Late entries will be accepted only if time and space permit and assessed a $20.00 late fee.  There is a $30.00 fee for all returned checks. A $15.00 fee will be assessed for all event changes made after the close of entries.

Music must be turned in at the time of registration.  Only rewound cassette tapes (no cases please), or CDs (standard or CD-R format) will be accepted.  Due to compatibility and reliability reasons re-recordable (CD-RW) discs will not be accepted.  Cassettes and CDs must be clearly marked with the skater’s name, event, and length of music.  CDs must only contain 1 track and be in a standard hard sided jewel case.  Competitors must have additional copies available for practice ice and during their event.  Cassette tapes and CDs will be available for pick-up at the Music Table following the events.  Music not picked-up will be discarded at the close of competition.
Practice Ice:















Practice Ice will begin Friday afternoon, May 19th, 2006 and continue early Saturday morning, May 20th, 2006.  Practice Ice must be paid for in advance and no more than two (2) 30-minute sessions may be reserved in advance.  Once all practice ice has been scheduled, additional ice will be available first-come, first-serve basis at registration.  No refunds will be given for unused sessions.

All confirmations will be made via e-mail.  If you wish to have your competition event times and official practice ice times mailed to you, please include a self-addressed, stamped, legal sized envelope.  A final competition schedule will be posted on the Official Bulletin Board no later than Monday, May 15th, 2006.  All official notices will be posted on the Official Bulletin Board located in the lobby of Oilers Ice Center.
